	PROCEDURAL SPECIFICATIONS



The compulsory character of the1--term course requires following:

1/
the credit – based on continual active presence at the lectures incl. passing single subtests – is given automatically (last lecture of the winter semester): the credit test is necessary provided the number of unexcused absences (physician’s evidence of illness being accepted) exceeds 2 lectures, or if the knowledge is obviously unsatisfactory or any evidence of current knowledge is missing.

Passing the exam test after finishing the semester (an earlier date may individually be conceded): respective mistakes will be discussed subsequently (colloquium – for details see below).

	THE EXTENT OF KNOWLEDGE EXPECTED


is aimed to achieving both very basic knowledge and skills in the field of the Greco-Latin anatomical,

clinical and pathological terminology (including some introductory information for the later orientation in

pharmaceutical terminology), following both lexical (vocabulary) and morpholological / syntactical

aspects (modifications of the forms according to the context) with stress on vocabulary.

	Exam instructions 


1/ The exam is admitted to only if the credit has been received.

2/ The credit is conditioned either by    

/a/ a satisfactory presence during the whole semester + passing current subtests or 

/b/ by knowledge proved by means of a credit test that will be presented in addition within the  

     consultations. The model form of the exam test will be administered in October.  

     The credit should be got in the “credit week” (the week preceding the exam period) or, at latest, 

     in the consultations during the exam period. (A provable vis major is tolerated.)

      Warning: Receiving the credit itself does not ensure passing the exam test successfully!

3/ In order to book the preferred date of the exam, students have to enrol (as well as to cancel the 

     application if needed) by means of the Internet SIS (Studies´ Information System) following the   

     instructions given. Having enrolled they are expected to come to the exam (otherwise an acceptable 

     explanation within 3 following weeks is necessary – correspondence possible; doctor’s evidence  

     needed). Examining students who have not enrolled in time does not come into account. Also if the 

     student does not come to the exam without an objective explanation (vis major), further respective 

     exam term will be denied by the SIS.

4/ In order to reach a high degree of objectivity the exam consists of /1/ a test (60 min.) and /2/ an  

    additional oral reprobation (colloquium).

5/ 3 attempts only are available (in the credit as well as in the exam).
